ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

Remove all parts from the packaging and check they are all present against the parts list above

1. Connect the 2 fan stand parts together and tighten the thumbwheel on the side (see fig. 1)
2. Remove the base screw from the end of the stand (see fig. 1)
3. Insert the completed fan stand into the base (see fig. 2)
4.Turn the stand and base over and secure using the base screw that was removed in step 2
(seefig. 3)
5.Turn the stand and base back the correct way and attach the main fan body
to the stand by screwing it into the stand tube (see fig.4)

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AROMA F U NCT'ON Essential oils can be added to the aroma diffuser on the front of the fan to fill the
room with aroma while the fan is blowing.

To add essential oils to the fan;

1. Remove the cap from the centre of the
fan by rotating anti-clockwise.

3. Add a few drops of your chosen essential

4. Replace the circular foam pad

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REMOTE CONTROL
1. Remove the battery cover from the rea of the —_
remote by twisting the cover anti-clockwise,

using a flathead screwdriver or a coin

2. Remove the plastic tab from the battery SPEED
compartment

3. Insert CR2025 button cell battery, observing
the polarity

4. Replace the battery cover to the rea of the
remote by turning clockwise

CONTROLS/OPERATION

ON/OFF

When you turn the fan on the fan will beep and
turn on. When you turn the fan off all buttons will
flash once and the fan will enter standby mode

OSCILLATION
Pressing the oscillation button once will cause

the fan to oscillate left to right. Holding the

button for 3 seconds will cause the fan to swing TIMER SPEED OSCILLATION ON/OFF
upwards and downwards
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SPEED
The default speed when the fan is switched on is‘F1'. The speed increases with each press of this button, up to the highest
speed ‘F8'’ Pressing the button again will set the fan back to speed ‘F1’

TIMER
Each press increases the fans sleep timer by one hour, up to 12 hours. The display will show ‘OH; “1H; ‘2H..etc.

DISPLAY SCREEN

When the fan is switched on the display screen will show ‘____"The screen will automatically turn off after 3 minutes of no
operation and will awaken when any button is touched
